FROM IAN'S DESK

A visit to the Egyptian section of the British Museum takes
you through a long exhibition room filled with mummies.
Each one has been carefully prepared for the after — life
along with all the practical items that are considered
necessary for success in it. The desperate desire for
humans to live eternally appears to go back to the
beginnings of our history. The burial practices of almost
every culture is testimony to that deep longing for eternity
that we all seem to share in. The desire to live beyond death
seems to be deeply imprinted in our genetic make-up.

How does one explain such a phenomenon? Why are
humans so concerned about eternal life? All our other
human drives are in principle able to be satisfied. We get
thirsty and water is available; there is food for our hunger,
partners for our romance, beauty for our aesthetic
appreciation and music for our ears. We have been
designed with a whole range of appetites and every one of
them can be appropriately, or inappropriately, satisfied. Has
God made us with a hole in our hearts that can only be filled
by Him? It would certainly appear so. If not why do we keep
believing in the life to come when there is so little empirical
evidence for it?

A close look at one of those Egyptian mummies that has
remained wrapped in linen for four thousand years certainly
suggests that the dead stay dead. Those who have been
influenced by Greek religious thought believe that in the
after — life we continue as some sort of unembodied spirits,
not unlike the Greek shades in the netherworld. But what



evidence is there for this? Why should the death of the brain
not be the death of the spirit?

Christians are not unique in believing the afterlife. What is
exceptional among them is that they ground their confidence
in such a life in the Easter experience of a miracle — working
rabbi from Nazareth who was executed as an insurgent
some two thousand years ago. At the heart of their faith is
the declaration that Jesus had been raised from the dead,
appeared among them, and had ascended to the Father.

| have recently been honoured and humbled to conduct
three funerals, one in Gravesham and two in my former
pastorate in Ashford. One can only officiate at these
functions and impart Christian understanding provided that
one is convinced of the claims of Christianity.

Christianity does make some stupendous claims. |
personally was never able to believe in them. Not, that is,
until | responded one evening many years ago to the
preaching of the minister; my mentor at Hounslow
Congregational Church. Then the great mysteries of the
Christian faith suddenly became the most obvious of all
truths. Jesus must be alive because he was experienced.

“Then last of all he appeared to me." (1 Corinthians 15:8).

To All Churches in Southern Synod

Dawn and dusk are beautiful on some days when the
conditions are just right. Whether the sun is on its way to
visit my day or whether it is departing towards the day
beyond my horizons, the colours are often magnificent.
Indeed, the moments of dawn and dusk are some of the
most beautiful moments of life and also some of the most
hopeful.

At dawn | look forward to the new bright day that has been
given to me. At dusk I rest and look forward to the light of
the new day soon to come. In the midst of my dawns and
dusks | stand quietly on my little piece of earth and wonder
at the beauty of a universe painted with the colours of God's
sun and my place within it. | celebrate my life during my
earthly dawns and dusks.

The chosen people of Israel were living in the in-between
time of dusk and dawn. They prayed that God would come
to rescue them, to lead them to a better life. What they had
not anticipated was that God's Son would come and share
their life, that he would endure their days with them, that he
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would stay with them as the night of death approached, that
he would carry them through that dusk to a new and eternal
dawn. They could not imagine that the Son would come and
become involved with them. But that is exactly what Jesus
Christ did and does.

On some mornings it is hard to see the sun, but even on the
darkest morning we still know that it is there. Perhaps we
are sad that it is not shining brightly, but we are thankful that
there is some light. We know that soon the clouds will clear
and that our days will become bright and warm again. To
guote Leonard Cohen ...there’s a crack in everything; that
how the light gets in.... We have hope because we know
that the sun, or rather The Son, is with us.

Living in the in-between time can be uncomfortable because
so much that is promised seems to be beyond our reach.
The kingdom of God is here, among us, and yet we are
surrounded by so much that denies its presence. Nations
are still warring against each other, people are still having to
flee from unjust regimes, children are still being abused and
poverty and hunger are still ravishing whole populations.
The threats of global warming are raising horrendous fears
about the future and it is still uncertain whether there is
enough political courage to impose the measures which will
be necessary to begin to address it.

And yet the message of Christianity is that God is faithful
and will bring to fruition all that is promised in Christ. That
promise, however, is not a cue for us to sit back and wait.
Just as we prepare for Christmas so we are to prepare for
that glorious day when all things will find their fulfilment in
Christ. The experience of the disciples and the hope that is
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ours are that, in the worst of times, the Son, the Light of the
World, is near at hand, coming with power and glory. Paul’s
exhortation to the Thessalonians was that they should
neither spoil their lives with worry nor with dissipation. They
were to stand firm in the face of hardship. May the Lord
make your love increase and overflow to one another, and
to everyone. That was Paul's prayer for those living in the
in-between times.

Christmas is the celebration of God’s gift of love and light to
the world in his Son, Jesus Christ, and for us who seek to
follow Christ there could be no better resolve this
Christmas— to let love increase in us and overflow to one
another and to everyone. Faithful discipleship demands
nothing less.

Saturday was spent at the first meeting of the new Presbytery
formed by the merger of six or so older ones to form a super-
Presbytery reaching from Auckland area right up to Northland.
It was held in a huge industrial building converted to a huge
Korean Presbyterian church. Our worship began with a 40-
plus strong choir singing a version of Psalm 1 and then the
old hymn 'Jerusalem, Jerusalem ' in Korean. It was stunning.

Yes it seems really hard to believe that we have been here
for five months now. Home feels..... well like home and the
church congregation are a wonderful family to be a part of.
The work is going really well and although | am busy, it is
such a joy to be here that the days fly by.

We have had a large increase in the number of children
attending, which has given us our first headache as we are
desperately short of leaders........ ring any bells? Itis
wonderful to see so many children and young people in
church and after Christmas we hope to start a Pilots
company. We have also had an increasing number coming
to our midweek activities, The Women’s Guild is growing
steadily and the Church Outreach Group, which meets once
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a month with a speaker and social time attracts a good
number.

Like all churches the congregation on a Sunday morning is
variable, especially now the cold weather has set in. Alex
and | have had to get used to the enormous amount of rain
that falls here. | used to think that in Kent a wet day was a
fairly rare occurrence, now we are amazed if we go for two
consecutive days without a downpour! It amused most of
the congregation when during the October mini heat-wave
Gravesend was frequently mentioned as the hottest and
driest place in Britain. They finally understood why Alex and
| were freezing and complaining of being wet all the time!

In January we will begin the process of employing an
Outreach and Community Worker, thanks to funding
received from the Presbyterian Church of Wales. The
estate where the church is situated can be deceptive on first
sight. Although built as a social housing estate in 1950,
many of the properties around the church are now privately
owned, but as you travel further into the estate there are
some areas of real need. We hope to reach out to those
living on the estate and provide a warm welcome and a
reflection of God’s love. We are building excellent
relationships with the local police they use our premises for
‘coffee with a copper’ on a regular basis. Our Local Support
Officer has been a wonderful source of help and hope and
Inspiration.

Penarth is a great place to live. It's a small town but has
most of what we need day to day and of course Cardiff is
only a few miles away for bigger retail therapy needs!
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If you have plans to be in Wales during 2012, please do get
in touch and come and see us — we love any excuse to
butter more Welsh cakes!

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Some Thoughts On Time

On Sunday October 30™ we all put our clocks back one hour
(officially at 2am). The British Summer Time Act of 1972
stipulates that Greenwich Mean Time begins on the last
Sunday of October and British Summer Time on the last
Sunday in March. We can all think of reasons for and
against this Act. There is even under discussion a move to
Central European Time. People in the Western Isles call it
“Daylight Robbery”. We may change the clocks so sunrise
and sunset are at a different time but, however, we still have
the same amount of daylight.

Prehistoric Man measured time passing by observing the
stars and changes in the seasons and could plan his
activities such as sowing crops. The Egyptians of 1500 BC
measured time by the sun’s shadows. By the 1300
mechanical clocks began to appear using weights and
springs. At first they had no face or hands but struck a bell
on the hour. Galileo realised that the frequency of a
pendulum’s swing depends on it's length, while Christian
Huygens in 1656 invented a clock more accurate than
previous clocks using weights and pendulums.

In 1714 the British Parliament offered a cash reward to
anyone who could invent a clock accurate enough to use in
navigation at sea. Thousands of sailors died because they
were unable to plot their exact position. Accurate right time
was required to find longitude and pendulum clocks did not
work at sea with wave movement and changes in
temperature. Finally after many years of trial and error,
John Harrison in 1761 succeeded in inventing a small clock
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which could be used at sea. It only lost 5 seconds in 7
weeks.

In 1884 twenty five countries accepted Greenwich England
as the Prime Meridian — O degrees and became the basis
for time throughout the world.

In 1957 the first electric clock appeared using a battery to
power it rather than needing to be wound up. This was
invented by the Hamilton watch company of Pennsylvania.
The same company produced the first digital display watch.

More recently in 1999, Scientists have developed teh
Caesium Atomic clock, which is estimated to be off by only
one second in every 20 million years. The “Story of Time”
can be found at the Royal Observatory Greenwich.

In the Book of Ecclesiastes these words are recorded
about time:

A time to be born and a time to die,

A time to plant and a time to uproot,

A time to kill and a time to heal,

a time to tear down and a time to build,
a time to weep and a time to laugh,

a time to mourn and a time to dance,

a time to scatter stones and a time to gather them up,
a time to search and a time to give up,

a time to keep and a time to throw away,
a time to tear and a time to mend,

a time to be silent and a time to speak,
a time to love and a time to hate,

a time for war and a time for peace.
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To quote Michel Quoist:

“I am not asking you Lord for time to do this and then that —
But your Grace to do conscientiously in the time that You
give me what You want me to do.”
